It seemed 
like I was always either at work or in some 
facility.  But when he died, I realized how 
thankful I am for those visits.  I wouldn’t 
have spent nearly as much time with him if 
he’d been at home, and I wouldn’t have had 
so much one-on-one time with him.  And I 
know where he is now and that he’s happy.  
Peggy’s last few months were a cycle of hos-
pital stays.  As hard as her passing is for us, 
she’s at peace.  We know where she is and 
we know that she’s happy.  We Believe—in 
God, in love and in each other. 
 
It’s also important to note that all of this ad-
versity has also served to pull us together 
even closer as a Senate family.  I feel the love 
and concern of my fellow Senators as I 
grieve my father.  And I see the love that 
Senators from across Region IV have ex-
pressed for Peggy and how they want to hon-
or her.  It’s a reminder that we’re always here 
for each other, in good times and in bad, and 
that’s such a comfort.  It’s the wind in our 
sails, the gas that keeps the motor running 
when things get tough.  It’s why we’re able 
to Achieve the wonderful things we accom-
plish and it’s why we’re able to Achieve 
strength and resilience in hard times.  This is 
what enables us to Receive the many gifts 
that God has given us this year—the gifts of 
good times and pride in our accomplish-
ments, the gifts of love and support from one 
another, the gift of hope for a bright future.

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Since the last issue of 
Mentors, we have 
completed two more 

quarters of membership.  There was a total 
of 1,864 members due in December of 
which 107 members were dropped and 103 
new adds for a net change of -4.  This 
includes a total of 34 deceased senators 
that were amongst the dropped members.  
Four regions grew for the quarter with 
Region 1 being the largest growth region 
at +27 along with Region 6 at +13, Region 
3 at +9 and Region 10 at +1.  A total of 15 
states grew with the largest growth states 
being Vermont at +31, South Dakota at 
+10 and District of Columbia at +8.  After 
December, the US JCI Senate membership 
was 7,984 which was a net change of -16 
for the year. 
 
For March, there were 1,832 members due.  
We dropped 82 and added 77 new 
members for a net change of -5.  This 
includes a total of 26 deceased senators 
within the dropped members.  This puts 
the US JCI Senate at -21 for the year.  A 
total of three regions grew in March with 
Region 4 finishing at +18, followed by 
Region 5 at +7 and Region 3 at +3.  There 
was a total of 16 states at growth:  NY, 
DC, VA, AL, FL, IL, MI, OH, IA, MN, 
MO, SD, AK, LA, HI, NV.  The top 
growth states were led by Iowa at +8, Ohio 
at +6 and Minnesota at +6.  June is our 
final and largest quarter of the year with 
2,460 members due. 
 
With one final quarter remaining this year, 
there are currently four regions and 20 
states at growth.

is 7,979.  Certainly, you know of an older 
senator who is not currently a member of 
your state organization.  Encourage them 
to pay dues and join your group.  Also, 
don’t forget to ask the newer senators 
receiving their senatorships recently to join 
our organization.  An effort that combines 
these two resources will enable us to reach 
our goal.  Remember to Reach Out. 
 
The June dues kits have been sent out to 
each state.

Another suggestion is to have one 
household member received the printed 
copy and one member sign up for the 
electronic copy. 
 
For those interested, you can now receive 
Mentors electronically instead of the 
normal paper copy.

The login was required to see 
things like calendars, registration forms, 
board reports, etc.   In theory this was a 
great idea, but there was no way to control 
who registered for a login on the website.  
By 2012 there were thousands of logins 
created on the website many of which 
were attempts to hack the website.  There 
were also logins for students and High 
School Counselors.  In 2014, a major up-
date was completed and the site pages be-
came totally open to everyone, so no login 
is needed to see any of the information.  
Having a login now is only needed if the 
JCI Senator wants to upload BOD Reports 
or add items to the calendar.   All new 
logins must be created by the Webmaster 
at this time.  If you want to set up a login, 
please email webmaster@usjcisenate.org 
with your preferred username and pass-
word. 
 
Be sure to send upcoming State and Re-
gional calendar events and flyers for those 
events.  If you are sending a flyer remind 
us to send the link to Marsha Phillips to 
add to the E-News.

Sharing is Caring 
Throughout our lives, 
we are taught to 
share: our toys as a 

child, our time as a young adult, our skills 
as an adult; after all, sharing is caring. So-
cial media is no different. When we share 
messages from the location, we first read 
them, we show we care on so many levels: 
 
We care enough not to plagiarize some-

one else’s material. Having been many 
years out of English class, plagiarism 
will no longer get you a failing grade, 
but rather a potential lawsuit for copy-
right infringement. 

 
We care enough to ensure that all com-

ments are seen by the originator of the 
comment. When you share something 
from the original page, the author/
originator of the material can see the 
“share” and all subsequent comments 
for the material. This is helpful if there 
are questions or suggestions for what-
ever it is that was shared (i.e. a confer-
ence or fundraiser or another event). 

 
We care enough to support the organiza-

tion or individual that originated the 
content. Social media creators write 
algorithms that promote content by the 
number of interactions. What does that 
really mean? Someone at Facebook 
gets paid good money to write a lot of 
math equations that we, the Facebook 
user never see. Those math equations 
are set up so that every time someone 
sees the post (through the original page 
or tracked from the share) it is added 
up so the originator of the content can 
see how many people around the world 
saw the information. As a social media 
post has higher numbers of people see-
ing it, it can “trend” higher on other 
people’s timelines, thus helping get 
even more exposure to people. 

 
What does this mean to our U.S. JCI Sen-
ate Facebook page?  By sharing material 
instead of copying it, we can reach even 
more Senators around the country making 
social media another important component 
of the communication for the National 
Organization. 
 
How do you share content? From the U.S. 
JCI Senate page, simply look at the bottom 
of the post you are interested in sharing. 
There is a button called “share” that you 
will click on. From there you will have the 
option to share to your own Facebook

page, to a group you may be in (like a Re-
gion or State Senate group page), or to a 
friend’s page that you would like to see the 
content. 
 
So how valuable is this “share” button any-
way? On President’s Day, the U.S. JCI 
Senate page posted the quote from JFK Jr. 
stating that “Harvard gave [him] an educa-
tion, but Junior Chamber gave [him] an 
education for life.” That post was shared 
85 times, resulting in 8,393 people being 
reached.
